You are well aware that this
organization has been working for the education, training and rehabilitation of hundreds of persons with
different disabilities in the districts of Dahod, Panchmahal and Mahisagar of Gujarat. It is only with your
persistent support and encouragement that we have been successful in entering in this 22nd Year of our
services to the differently abled (Divyangjan) community of this so called backward, tribal pocket in the
progressive state of Gujarat.

We have programs like residential school & day care center for mentally challenged & multipally disabled
children, residential school for hearing impaired children etc with the support of the Government and the
society.

With the cooperation of parents and the hard work put by our dedicated staff, the progress of the children
has been quite impressive and has been appreciated by visiting dignitaries, various Government and
non-government authorities and social workers.

The Organisation imparts formal education as well as vocational training to these children, which helps them
to get self-employment, to be financially self-reliant and to earn their livelyhood with respect in the society.
Under the vocational training programme these differently abled children are trained to operate computers, make
paper dish, screen & offset printing, carpentry work, sewing work, file making and manufacturing of decorative
candles, chalk sticks, glass articles, greeting cards, gifts etc.

In community Radio services on 90.8 FM "RADIO AWAJ", we have reached to about 3 lakh listeners through
community radio. This is the first of its kind radio service in Dahod District. Our main motto is to create awareness
among the community members about their rights and duties. During the COVID-19 Pandemic we could raise great
awareness among the people of Dahod district by several programs and discussions.

This Year Covid-19 pandemic created a severe problem for all. our students with different kinds of disabilities
were also in deep problem. Their economic condition were miserable. Looking at the situation, we distributed
1000 food and Grocery kits (Rs. 1500-2000) to these families.

We have organized several programs for the awareness for the rights of persons with disabilities. Parents
guidance and awareness program, electronic voting system, guidance and awareness about various Laws.

In the coming year we need to construct a building for the Lions Divyang Talim Center for persons with
disabilities. | earnestly, request all of you to extend your wholehearted support and co-operation for raising
this center.

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Programmes / Activities of the Organisation

Lalit Bahuviklang Nivasi Paathshaala (For the children with mental
retardation and multiple disabilities) & Residential School for Children with
Hearing Impairment

STD1-5

The Multiple disabled residential school run by BWC Dahod was first of its kind started in
Gujarat. At present there are 91 children with multiple disabilities out of which 59 are boys
and 32 are girls. They stay in the hostel and get systematic training and education. The
teachers who are specially qualified are imparting best quality education and training to the
special children. The development is slow but constant. The students with hearing
impairment are provided training with help of sign language, charts, and models. The number
of teachers provided by the Government is few, but the Trust has appointed adequate number
of teachers at its own cost and is trying to provide best services to the children. All these
students are provided education, lodging and boarding free of cost.

Day Care Center for the children with mental retardation & Multiple Disabilities

The institution also has a Day care center for children with mental retardation and
multiple disabilities, Where in we have 38 boys and 20 girls with the total of 58 such
children who are imparted training and education during the day. The children go back to
home in the evening. Our teachers work very hard for the all round development of these
children.

In both above set ups we do not charge any fees form the students. All the services are
provided free of cost.

RADIO AWAJ 90.8 FM - Community Radio Station

The institution has started Community Radio services on 90.8 FM named "RADIO
AWAJ". This is the first of its kind radio service in Dahod District.

Our aim is to provide maximum awareness to all citizens in all developmental fields.

Several programs are broad casted on Health, education, general awareness,

developmental activities, Agriculture, Animal Husbandry, Information on schemes from
Social Defense department for the rights and duties of persons with disabilities along with
motivational stories of eminent persons and several programs on entertainment including
new and old film songs. Special programs are relayed on different festivals. The radio
services invites school students, teachers, doctors, specialist of various fields to express
their inspirational thoughts, Several competition are being arranged through radio services.

We are reaching to the community directly live, with mobile app (Radio Awaj Dahod)
and with the help of Radio Garden (online). We have reached to about three lakh listeners
by now. During the Covid 19 Pandemic we raised remarkable awareness among the people
of Dahod district with several programs and discussions.

We have received good support from Government departments and Public for the
successful operation of this Community Radio Service. The same support from the
community large is solicited in future..
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IEDSS (Inclusive Education for Disabled Children at Secondary Stage)

We are running this program with the help of the Government of India and the IEDSS
cell based at SSA :- Samagra Siksha Abhiyan Gandhinagar. Here we cover
disabled children with different categories from Std 1st - 12th. (Intellectual disabled,
Hearing impaired, Visually impaired, locomotor disabled). These children study in the
normal school of their own villages. Our special teachers who are trained in that
particular category teach these children and provide all the special training needed as
per the ability of the student. They also help them to get all kinds of Government and
Non Government benefits. In this program our special teachers cover the following
children with disabilities.

The above numbers of students are registered with us and we provide all government
benefits to them. Under this program these students are being provided educational kits
and one pair of school uniform. Additional tools is also provided depending on the needs of
the children like: Tricycle, Crutches, Hearing aid, Tape Recorders, Wheel chair etc.

Human Resource Development

The Institute has always tried to give teaching and training to persons who can train
the disabled ones. Under such plans the Institute has Human Power Development
programme.

The trust also organizes refresher courses C.R.E. (Continuing Rehabilitation Education) program
for the special teachers who have been registered in the special education areas conducted by
Rehabilitation Council of India, New Delhi.
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Industrial Training Center (I.T.C.)

With a mission of training the persons with disabilities and to enable them to
earn a livelihood with respect and dignity, the institute is running Industrial
training center (ITC) from last 13 Years, Here a Computer Operator course is being
conducted, Several beneficiaries are taking training in this course. Immediately
after this course they are able to get a job or get self employed.

Early Intervention & Sensory Training

Under this program we identify disabled children from 0- 6 years. An assessment
of abilities and disabilities of these children is made and accordingly early
intervention plans and counseling program are framed and implemented. By this
programme the abilities of the child can be improve to a great extent. At present
about 10 children are benefitting from this programme. We have sensory training
room and now also a sensory training garden.

Lions Divyang Talim Center :

With a mission to provide training and employment to young disabled people,
we have started with Lions Divyang Talim Center - Training & Production center:
